An Ildol Bows to God’s Ark
1 Samuel 5:1-5

Here’s what happens...
The Philistines capture the Ark of God,
a holy box that represents God’s
presence. They put the Ark in a
temple with an idol named Dagon, and
Dagon keeps falling before the Ark!
This demonstrates that God is real
and the idol isn't.

Bible Point:
God is real, so we believe he’s the
one true God.

“So don’t be afraid; you are more valuable to God than a whole flock of sparrows”
(Matthew 10:31).
